You will need five total
copies of your paper. You
will submit four prior to
the contest, and bring
one copy with you.

Don't forget that in
addition to writing your
paper, you will need to
create an annotated
bibliography.

Traditional papers and
various types of creative
writing are permitted.

For all quotes and ideas
that are not originally
yours, you must cite them
in your paper and include
the sources in your
annotated bibliography.

Papers must be between
1,500 and 2,500

words. Make sure you
include the word count on
the title page.
